The first qallphate Rashidun Caliphate, was ruled by the four Rashidun
(rightly-guided) caliphs: Hazrat Abu Bakr (2% ), Hazrat Umar (usbie),
Hazrat Usman (=s%4s») and HazratAli (=2<4.). Caliphs were religious and
political leaders of the Muslim world. They were close companions of
Hazrat Muhammad ( gﬂ,ﬁ,_ﬂ,u%rrwuﬂ They ruled under the guidance
of the HolyQuranand teachings of Hazrat Muhammad( P,_F,MMVLMU;? ).
The Rashidun Caliphate lasted for 30 years.ltis a role mc}del for all Muslim
rulers.

Before embracing Islam, Hazrat Umar (..;s.Jw.m.,-b;) was an opponent of
Islam. Hazrat Muhammad (w.sesaisg?iidis) wished that Umar
(=s%0e=) must accept Islam. Allah (ysk<it) answered his prayers and
guided him (z250:) to embrace. Islam.-The Muslims gained strength
after Hazrat Umar (w2%uwe=) embraced Islam. Earlier, the Muslims would
say their prayers in hiding, but later they began to pray inside the
Kaaba. That is why Rasoolullah (diwesasnwiaga®fc) gave him (wsdnes)
the title of "Faroog"-(the one“who distinguishes
between the right and:wrong): He' (=2%d+) became a
distinguishing factor between Muslims and
disbelievers. Hazrat Umar (=s%w:+) loved Hazrat
Muhammad (eyesosnagzfidiJy) very  much. His daughter Hazrat
Hafsa (w.ss=) was married to him (fesasdadcads), Hazrat Umar
(s2eis2) served Islam and the Muslims for ten and half years.

Hazrat Usman (sJ<i:s) was a very pious man. He was a friend of
Hazrat Abu Bakr («2%ds). When Hazrat Abu Bakr (ws%de=) invited him
to Islam, he accepted it instantly. Hazrat Usman (ws<iss) was a very
rich trader. He was known as "Ghani" because he was very generous
and spent generously in the way of Allah (Js&a). He always helped
the Muslims in need.

We have all eaten chocolate but not many of us know where it comes
from or hew:it is made. Historians say chocolate has been around for
almost 2000 years. In ancient times, chocolate was a symbol of wealth
as only the rich could afford it. Chocolate came from Central and South
America to Spain in 1500s through Spanish explorers who brought
it back with them. It became very popular and soon spread
throughout Europe.

Dried milk and some flavours are added to the mixture. This mixture
is then poured into big trays. A granite roller is
pushed in each tray for several days. The
chocolate now becomes a fine liquid. Finally, this
liquid is left to harden. This is how chocolate-is
made.
